belongs to the period immediately preceding the flood
of destructive legislation which swept away so large
a portion of the older ecclesiastical system, namely,
its monastic institutions. The years covered by the
record, 1510 (cirea) to 1538, were years crowded with
events. In Germany, Luther was formulating and work-
ing out his great repudiation, and, though at first the
doctrinal movement had little sympathy in England,
seeds of vast. if silent, change were being sown by that
little band of scholars, which was making its first applica-
tion of the New Learning—more especially, of course,
of Greek—to the study, exposition, and translation of
the writings of the New Testament. Moreover, here
too reform—a reform far indeed removed from revolu-
tion—was in the air. Cardinal Wolsey, the great minis-
ter of the king, was aware that England also was going
through a crisis politically, socially, and intellectually.
It was he, loyal son of the Church as he was, who
was the first great English statesman to see, and to
dare to act upon the knowledge, that the days of
monasticism were numbered. Wolsey included in his
measures, alike for the reform and the protection of
the English Church, the design for the suppression of
the small monasteries and the devotion of their revenues
to the purposes of education. In so doing, says Fuller,
he “made all the forest of religious foundations in En-
gland to shake.”

No hint of approaching change breaks the quiet mono-
tony of the record of the Abbey Court. The great Car-
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Vi. Introduction.

which preceded these changes, or the complete, silent trans-
formation they have accomplished in the character of the
county. Few of us remember that until little more than
a hundred years ago Lancashire lay wrapped in a historic
isolation which made her for centuries “the home of lost
causes.” It is to that older life in its deep calm, its
reposeful indifference, its tranquil acceptance of many
an ancient and withal gracious tradition, that this record
belongs.

The position of the great Cistercian house of Whalley
in the life of the county was a commanding one, and one
to which there is nothing in our modern life at all analo-
gous. The abbey was in the first place a great house of
resort, a centre of wide and far-reaching hospitality.
This was largely, of course, due to its situation, but
partly, too, to that close system of visitation which
bound together in the powerful frame-work of its organi-
sation the Cistercian Abbeys of England. It has been
estimated from the accounts of the house that not more
than a quarter of its large revenue was spent upon itself.x
Secondly the house was a great landlord.?> What is, how-
ever, more to the point for our purpose, it was the holder
of a wide spiritual jurisdiction. The exempt ecclesiastical
jurisdiction of the royal forests of Pendle, Trawden, Ros-

sendale, Bowland, and Blackburnshire,s anciently attached

to the Honour of Clitheroe, was vested in the house.!
The Honour of Clitheroe nearly coincided with the
original parish of Whalley, and to the monks by the gift
of Henry de Lacy, Earl of Lincoln, the second founder
of the house, had passed, with the Church of Whalley,
in 1283, all the old rights of the ancient Deans of
Whalley, save that of hunting in the forests, which Henry
de Lacy compelled them to renounce. Direct information,
apart from the present publication, concerning the eccle-
siastical jurisdiction of Whalley in the forests is hard to
obtain, as there is a curious silence concerning it in the
records of the house. It is, of course, to be entirely
distinguished from an ordinary monastic exemption
which, under papal authority, freed an abbey from the
supervision and visitation of the bishop of the diocese in
which it was situated.? Whalley Abbey itself as a
Cistercian house was not, of course, subject to episcopal
visitation, but to the visitation and correction of abbots
of its own order. The jurisdiction of the Abbey in
the forests, was an exemption of a totally different
origin and type.s A forest was a district having

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special courts and jurisdictions, and in the case of these
five forests the administration of the ecclesiastical law was
vested in the Abbey of Whalley, the five forests forming a
peculiar of that house.r The holding of the court, there-
fore, of which this manuscript is the record, was in the
nature of an ecclesiastical duty which it lay in the province
of the house to discharge. The conception of such a duty
was again, of course, a very liberal interpretation of the
earlier Cistercian regulations, but it was one approved
and sanctioned by later legislation.2 The Visitationes,
has nothing whatever to do with the Visitations of
Whalley Abbey itself, but is simply the Act Book, or
Register, of an ordinary ecclesiastical court held not by the
bishop, or his commissary, but by a commissary appointed
by the abbey, the justiciables of the court being the inhabi-
tants of the exempt district of the five royal forests.3 At

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defensive “allegation.” To this he was entitled to the
plaintiff’s answer upon oath, and might further offer
proofs as well as his antagonist. Purgation by oath
of the defendant and his friends was in use at this
time, and until a century later. Judgment was referred,
not to a jury, but to a single judge, the commissary,
who after hearing both sides, gave his interlocu-
tory decree, or definitive sentence.* The penalties
adjudged by the court were of a penitential character,
and might be commuted for money payment at the
discretion of the court.2 They rose from simple admo-
nition, or monition, to penance, and from penance to
excommunication, lesser or greater.3 Minor excommuni-
cation cut off the offender from receiving, but not from
giving, the sacraments. The major sentence, however,
separated the culprit from the Church entirely, whether
from giving or receiving the sacraments, and from the
society of the faithful in affairs human and divine.* In
actual practice it cut off a man from any act which had to
be done by a “probus et legalis homo” such as service on
juries, as a witness, or even from bringing an action for re-
covery of land or money.® It was for the enforcement of
the excommunication that the Church courts had to appeal
to the secular tribunals, but such an application was not,
as a rule, refused, though a caveat or application for prohi-

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them from Liége to Stonyhurst, and, if it were not given
to them with that house in 1794, it must have come into
their possession later. It has been conjectured that, after
the wreck and spoil of Whalley Abbey, this manuscript
passed into the hands of Sir Richard Sherburne of Stony-
hurst, one of the Master Foresters, and so remained for
more than two centuries either actually at Stonyhurst, or
in safe keeping elsewhere while that house was uninhab-
ited during the latter part of the eighteenth century, but
nothing is known of its history. The manuscript is on
paper in a folio volume containing 118 leaves. In the
record of the proceedings of the Court are inserted two
or three separate legal documents here printed in their
place in the text. One, which is wholly unconnected
with the latter, and much mutilated moreover, has been
conjecturally filled in by Mr. Joseph Hall. This is
printed in the Appendix. With the manuscript of the
Visitationes are bound up in this volume the FEaster
Rolls of Whalley, already printed in volume 96 of the
Chetham Society’s publications under the editorship of
Canon Raines. The Rolls belong to the sixth and
seventh years of Edward VI, 1552-1553, when the
appropriate rectories of Whalley, Blackburn, and Roch-
dale, with their chapels, had passed after the dissolution
of the Abbey, to the see of Canterbury.r They therefore
form no part of the present publication, having been
merely pasted on to modern paper and bound up in this
volume for convenience.

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From the make-up of the quires it will be seen that
several leaves are missing. Such a gap occurs, for instance,
at the outset between folios 2 z. and 3 ». At this point
there is an obvious lecuna in the text, but the lacunae are
not always easy to detect apart from thé missing leaves,
as the entries are detached, and the meetings of the court
for special cases, as distinct from those for the regular
Visitations, irregular. There are some obvious blanks
in the text, and one or two misplaced entries.t

The first few pages of the manuscript contain undated
notes of special business, a large part of which must have
arisen at a Visitation, or Visitations, unrecorded. The
first date given, 1500, is obviously wrong, probably by
about ten years, as the regular entries begin either in
I511 or 1512. It is quite clear that the record does not
cover the years from 1500 to 1538, but only extends from
1510 (czrea) to 1538. Though the regular entries of the
Visitations begin under date 1511, there is no entry of
the General Visitation of the years 1512 or 1516, but
in both years there are entries of special courts which
apparently met to try cases presented at such general
visitations. In the former case, however, it seems prob-
able that one or other of two dates given, namely,
14th May, 1511, for the General Visitation, and 18th
August, 1512, for the Special Court, is wrong, and that
both were held in the same year. A suit which might

conceivably have been instituted after one of the present-
ments recorded at the General Visitation dated 14th May,

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ance in the court was on 21st May, 1529.1 Once before
he had had a deputy, Laurence Forrest, who appeared
for him at the General Visitation of 7th April, 1527.2
Forrest now succeeded him as Commissary of the Abbey,
and held his first General Visitation after his regular
appointment on 21st April, 1530. His last appearance
in this office was on 26th August, 1536, as the king's
deputy.? The abbey was then in the king’s hands, and the
General Visitation was not held apparently until August.
Next year, 3rd Oct., 1537, the Visitation was held by
James Kippax, also as the king’s deputy.4 An unnamed
official, or custodian, of the exempt jurisdiction, cites the
persons accused at this Visitation to appear on 6th Nov.,
1537,%and issues a last summons dated 25th April, 1538,
to the approaching Visitation to be held in May of that
year.6 If this Visitation were ever held no record of
it remains, for the time of the dissolution was at
hand.

The General Visitations, or General Chapters, as they
were called, of which this manuscript is the register, were
held in the spring of each year, usually in April or May,
but occasionally in March. The two last Visitations, when
the abbey was in the king’s hands, were exceptional, being
held in August and October respectively, but the last
summons shows that it was intended to restore the older
custom. The court met as a rule in Whalley Parish
Church, but might also meet in St. Michael's Chapel in the

The number of the ordinary jurors, or sworn presentors
of grievances, who attend, varies very much. They are

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under the forest districts, sometimes with the names of
each village represented. Their presentments are very
curious. For the most part they bring charges of or-
dinary vulgar immorality, but obviously matter for serious
complaint is sometimes lacking. Petty charges such as ab-
sence from Church, talking in Church, work on Sundays
and festivals, or even late on Saturday night, when the
Sunday festival had begun, then fills in the gaps. All
complaints were paternally dealt with by the kindly old
prior of the Abbey, Christopher Smith. In cases of im-
morality, like measure was meted to men and women, and,
asarule, public penance imposed. The most frequent form
this took was the injunction to walk, candle in hand, with
bare feet and scantily clad, in front of the procession at
the church on certain Sundays or feast days, and, kneel-
ing before the high altar, devoutly to pray for forgiveness.
The general punishments were slizht. Paternal admoni-
tions, temporary suspension from entry to Church, fines,
with an occasional use of the excommunication, complete
the list. There are forms of excommunication inserted
at pp. 146-7. The rather casual appearances of the
culprits suggest a certain slackness of discipline, nor is
the impression thus given removed when the lengthy
drawing-out of the cases by frequent adjournment is
considered. There is perceptible perhaps an increase of
vigour after the appointment of Laurence Forrest, who
even demands certificates of the performance of penance.
This vigour was increased when the abbey was in the
royal hands,
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The procedure of the court leaves the impression of a
kindly, even paternal, jurisdiction, intimate and gossipy
in its range and working, but orderly, beneficent, and
wise in its quiescence as in its activity. Doubtless such
a jurisdiction had become unpopular, and perhaps unneces-
sary, but not until it had handed over to the safer keeping
of public opinion many an ideal which even to-day is far
above the actual.

In conclusion it only remains for me to offer my sincere
thanks to those who have willingly and in various ways
rendered help; to the late honoured President of the
Chetham Society, MRr. R. C. CHRISTIE, for criticisms kindly
given in the first stages of this work; to the Chetham
Society, not only for help given in the expert transcrip-
tion of the manuscript, but for its patience and courtesy
during the long period of preparation for the press; to Mr.
W. H. AvLNutt for the care and efficiency with which
he executed the transcription of the greater portion of the
work in the Bodleian Library; and to Mr. Cuarres T.
BootnMmaN for his very valuable notes on the Lancashire
Clergy mentioned in the F7sifationes, from which I have
quoted at some length.

Of my own debt and that of the Chetham Society to
MR. Josepu HaLt, thanks seems hardly an adequate form
of acknowledgment. Mr. Hall has collated the whole of the
proofs of the text with the manuscript, and has offered in-
valuable advice and suggestion at every point. He has,
moreover, supplied the detailed description of the make-up
of the book which I have embodied in my Introduction.

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of his advice and experience with regard to the various publications of
the Society as they passed through the press. Mr. Christie’s own contri-
butions to the Society’s Works included his very interesting and valuable
volume on Zhe Ol/d Church and Schoo! Libraries of Lancashire, issued
in 1885, the concluding portion of Zhke Diary and Correspondence of
Dr. John Worthington, issued in 1886 as the last volume of the Old
Series, and an admirable Bibliography of the Works wrillen and edited
by Dr. John IWorthington, which forms Vol. 13 of the New Series.

The Council has also to deplore the death of Dr. WiLLiAM STUBBS,
Lord Bishop of Oxford, who had been Vice-President of the Society
since 1884, the year of his appointment as Bishop of Chester, and who
subsequently, both while at Chester and after his translation to Oxford,
evinced a genuine interest in the work of the Society. though his epis-
copal duties prevented him from taking any active part in it bevond an
occasional attendance at the Annual Meetings. On the death of
Mr. Christie he was asked to allow himself to be nominated as

President, and in reply he sent the following letter :—

There is scarcely an honour that could come within my reach that I
should value more highly than the election to succeed my old and good friend
Chancellor Christie as President of the Chetham Society. And I would very
gladly accept it, if it is the wish of the Council to have me.

As you tell me that no real work would be expected from me, you meet
the one objection that presents itself in the fact that I am just now recommended
to take entire rest. Indeed I have been very ill, and my prospects of resuming
active physical work are not altogether what I could wish. But if the offer of
profound sympathy in the pursnits and objects of the Chetham Society might be
regarded as a qualification, I gladly make it, and in such confidence accept the

honour done to me.

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It was very gratifying to the Council to receive this letter from the
great historian, whose unexpected death on the 22nd April has grieved
all lovers of learning; and it only remains to express the Council’s
profound sorrow at being deprived of so eminent a colleague.

In addition to the President and Vice-President the Society has lost
by death since the last Council Meeting, the Rev. Canon Walmsley and
the Rev. T. Walton, both of Preston, Major William Nutter of Accrington,
Mr. G. F. Buckley of Saddleworth, Mr. J. A. Bennion, M.A., of Preston,
and Mr. Arthur Henry Heywood of Elleray, Windermere. The last
named gentleman joined the Society in 1852, and served as Treasurer
from that year to 1879.

The only volume issued by the Society during the past year has been
the second part of the second volume of Z%e Chartulary of Cockersand
Abbey, edited by MR. WiLLiaM FARRER. being the 43rd volume of the
New Series and the first volume for the year 1899—1900. It contains
copies of grants of land to the Abbey in various places in the Hundreds
of West Derby and Salford, in the Barony of Makerfield, and the
Ancient Parish of Leigh, with the addition of some charters that are
not in the Chartulary, namely, several which have been found in the
British Museum, concerning the Priory and Church of Warburton,
Cheshire, and others relating to Forton, Plumpton, Preston, Holmes,
Woodplumpton, and other places. Like the previous volumes this
atfords invaluable materials for the genealogy and topography of the
places dealt with, the interest of the transcripts and translations being
enhanced by Mr. Farrer’s numerous elucidatory notes.

The Council is glad to report that the Acz Book of the Ecclesiastical
Court of Whalley is at length entirely in print, and only waits the
Introduction and Index which the aditor, Miss Arice M. CookE, M.A.,
is preparing. It is hoped that it will be issued to the members in
the course of next month. The first part of the second volume of
MR. H. T. CroFTON'S History of the Ancieni Chapel of Stretford is also

approaching completion, and will fully sustain the interest of the first
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
